Marine ply/epoxy composite hull built in Santa Barbara by Clyde Kirkpatrick/Clydecraft Marine.

Design/Dimensions: Designed by Renn Tolman of Homer, Alaska as a salmon skiff, dozens of
the 20x7.5 hulls were built and worked before recreational users like myself adapted the hull
for private use. Flared hull provides huge safety margins and weight carrying capacity -- one
guy offloaded 5200 pounds of salmon out of a 20" Tolman. Basic hull weight including all
stainless steel work, thwarts, steering station is only 1100 pounds. Stainless dodger can be
removed for summer running. Timeless big-water dory-bow design.

Power: Pacific Marine Repair installed/serviced 100hp Yamaha four-stroke main with Suzuki
8hp two-stroke, autolube kicker. 250 hours on main, perhaps ten on the 8hp.

Fuel: Under-deck 60-gallon aluminum tank with Floscan and Yamaha gauges.

Safety: Under-deck closed cell foam, positive flotation design. Two anchors, Avon dingy, sump
pump, two batteries, all Coast Guard gear, six life jackets inc. four new inflatables, much more.

Trailer/Handling Equipment: Moen-built trailer for this hull, just serviced by Pacific Marine
Repair with new lube/bearings. Spare tire. Also included: $250 Moen manual yard tug. Full
custom travel cover.

Paint/Lettering: Two-part paint applied by Anderson's Boat/Santa Barbara with lettering by
Judith -- no mailbox stickers on this skiffl and no scratches or flaws on paint. A dock-magnet
in all regards.

Prop/Speed/Mileage: Piranha composite prop with two sets replaceable blades. The skiff has
been used in British Columbia several times where logs are a problem. Loaded with food,
camping gear, and passenger, the skiff runs 24mph at 2200rpms on smooth water getting about
4.5mph. Determining best economy is easy with the Floscan.

Camping Gear: Cook box, boxed Porta Potti, ice chest, ready to go, Baja to British Columbia.
